9, LT-44307, Kaunas, Lithuania) - Party - 2,
hereinafter referred to as the Parties, intending to
strengthen cooperation in science, technology and
education, recognizing the importance of
cooperation based on the principles of voluntary
participation, equality, common good and
reciprocity, subject to the resources allocated for
cooperation. The Parties have agreed as follows:

Article 1. Objectives.

The main objectives of this Memorandum
are:

« formation of a system for cooperation in the
field of science, technology and education
between the Parties;

+ finding answers to common global and regional
challenges using shared experiences and
complementary ~ opportunities in  science,
technology and education;

« joint acquisition of new knowledge and creation
of innovative products and services in the field
of science, technology and education using the
relevant resources of the Parties;

« promoting, as appropriate, partnerships between
the Parties in the fields of science, technology
and education.

Article 2. Directions of cooperation.

The main areas of cooperation under this
Memorandum include (but are not limited to)
the following areas:

« exchange of information on the strategies and
programs of the Parties in the field of science,
technology and education;

+ visits and exchanges of staff and students;

» Exchange of scientific and educational
materials and publications.

Article 3.

Mechanisms and forms of

The main mechanism of cooperation is an
approved Memorandum.

The Parties or persons authorized by them may
enter into agreements and work programs governed
by the terms of this Memorandum.

The following forms of cooperation in science,
technology and education are used within the
framework of this Memorandum and the
agreements / work programs concluded within its
framework:

+ short-term exchange programs for scientists,
researchers, technicians and teachers;

+ specialized training programs to support human
capital development in science, technology and
education;

+ joint scientific guidance of undergraduates and
graduate students;

+ organization of exhibitions, workshops,
symposia and conferences in the field of
science, technology and education in areas of
mutual interest;

+ exchange of information in the field of science,
technology and education;

» formation and implementation of joint

programs and  projects, research and
development;
+ Development of a cluster approach in

educational activities within the priority areas

in the field of medical sciences with the use of

full-time and distance forms.
Cooperation  under the Memorandum  of
Understanding will be funded on the basis of
separate agreements between the parties, using
financial instruments held by the parties or, if
necessary, the resources of organizations and
institutions participating in cooperation.

Article 4. Control of intellectual property
rights.

The Parties shall ensure the proper and effective
protection and fair distribution of intellectual
property rights that may arise from joint activities
under this Memorandum, in accordance with the
national legislation and international treaties of the
States Parties.

The terms of acquisition, support and use of
intellectual property rights in relation to possible
products and (or) processes that may be obtained
under this Memorandum will be set out in specific
agreements or work programs in the framework of
cooperation.

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Article S. Final provisions.

This Memorandum shall enter into force on the
date of its signing and shall be concluded for 5
years. It shall automatically extend for a further
period of 5 years, unless either Party notifies the
other Party of its intention not to extend this
Memorandum. This Memorandum may be
amended by mutual consent of the Parties.

Either Party may at any time notify the other
Party of its intention to terminate this
Memorandum. In this case, the termination shall
take effect 6 months after the date of such
notification and shall not affect the current
activities of the cooperation, unless the parties
agree otherwise.

Any dispute relating to the interpretation or
implementation of this Memorandum shall be
settled through direct negotiations between the
Parties.

Signed in 4 copies, 2 (two) copies in Ukrainian
and 2 (two) copies in English, and all texts have the
same force.
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
